viruses are spread mainly from person to
person through coughing or sneezing by
people with influenza. Sometimes people
may become infected by touching some-
thing—such as a surface or object—with flu
viruses on it and then touching their mouth
or nose.

What are the signs and symptoms of this
virus in people? The symptoms of 2009
HINTI flu virus in people include fever,
cough, sore throat, runny or stuffy nose,
body aches, headache, chills and fatigue. A
significant number of people who have
been infected with this virus also have
reported diarrhea and vomiting. Severe ill-
nesses and death has occurred as a result
of illness associated with this virus.
Howsevereisillness associated with 2009
HI1NT1 flu virus? Illness with thenew HIN1
virus hasranged from mild to severe. While
most people who have been sick have re-
covered withoutneeding medical treatment,
hospitalizations and deaths from infection
with this virus have occurred. In seasonal
flu, certain people are at “high risk” of
serious complications. This includes people
65 years and older, children younger than
fiveyears old, pregnant women, and people
of any age with certain chronic medical
conditions. About 70 percent of people
who have been hospitalized with this 2009
HINT1 virus have had one or more medical

conditions previously recognized as plac-
ing people at “high risk” of serious sea-
sonal flu-related complications. This in-
cludes pregnancy, diabetes, heart disease,
asthma and kidney disease.

How long can an infected person spread
this virus to others? People infected with
seasonal and 2009 HIN1 flu s virus may be
able to infect others from 1 day before
getting sick to 5 to 7 days after. This can be
longer in some people, especially children
and people with weakened immune systems
and in people infected with the new HIN1
virus.

‘WhatcanIdo to protect myself from getting
sick? There are limited vaccines available
right now to protect against 2009 HIN1
virus. However, a 2009 HIN1 vaccine is
currently in production and will be ready for
the public in late October. As always, a
vaccine will be available to protect against
seasonal influenza. There are everyday
actions that can help prevent the spread of
germs that cause respiratory illnesses like
influenza.

*  Cover your nose and mouth with
atissue when you cough or sneeze.
Throw the tissue in the trash after
you use it.

*  Wash your hands often with soap
and water, especially after you
cough or sneeze. Alcohol-based
hand cleaners are also effective.

*  Avoid touching your eyes, nose
or mouth. Germs spread this way.

* Try to avoid close contact with
sick people.

* Ifyouaresick with flu-likeillness,

CDC recommends that you stay
home for at least 24 hours after

your fever is gone except to get
medical care or for other necessi-
ties. (Your fever should be gone
without the use of a fever-reduc-
ing medicine.) Keep away from
others as much as possible to keep
from making others sick.

e Follow public health advice re-
garding school closures, avoid-
ing crowds and other social dis-
tancing measures.

*  Be prepared in case you get sick
and need to stay home for a week
orso; asupply of over-the-counter
medicines, alcohol-based hand
rubs, tissues and other related
items might could be useful and
help avoid the need to make trips
outinpublic whileyouaresickand
contagious

This information should answer some of
the questions you and your employees
have concerning the HIN1 Flu. As the flu
season progresses this fall I am sure addi-
tional information will be available.
