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SupportSurface Transportation & SRF Reauthorization

#1: The Obama Administration and some
members of the U.S. Senate are pushing to
extend the current authorization of the fed-
eral highway and public transportation pro-
grams until March 2011. The Administra-
tion claims an 18-month delay is necessary
to preserve the solvency of the Highway
Trust Fund, which s facing arevenue short-
fall that will result in slowed payments to
contractors as soon as August and as much
as a 35 percent reduction in federal-aid
highway funds to states beginning Octo-

ber 1 of this year.

Background:

Congress has started action on a multi-year
reauthorization bill and passage is possible
this year. The House Highways & Transit
Subcommittee has approved a comprehen-
sive surface transportation bill and the full
Transportation & Infrastructure Commit-
tee will consider the bill in July. The House
Ways & Means Committee has begun hear-
ings on financing a multi-year bill.
Members of Congress need to hear from

you about the importance of timely action
on a highway and public transportation
program reauthorization bill. Specifically,
elected officials need to understand a multi-
year reauthorization is necessary to pre-
vent the budget difficulties most states are
experiencing from stalling transportation
programs across the nation and potentially
undercutting the benefits of the economic
Recovery Act’s transportation invest-
ments.

#2:Congress has started action on a multi-
year SRF reauthorization bill, butaction has
stalled in the Senate. Since financing the
SRFs is almost entirely dependent on the
Congressional appropriations process,
delays in this authorization could signifi-
cantly impact the flow of money from the
federal government to the state govern-

ments, and from there to the contractors.
Action is needed to bring the Senate bill
back on track.

Background:

S.1005, the Water Infrastructure Financing
Act, authorizes $38.9 billion over five years
for drinking water and wastewater infra-
structure and other water quality improve-

ments, primarily through the Clean Water
and Drinking Water State Revolving Loan
Fund (SRF) Programs. Earlier this year, the
House passed companion legislation, H.R.
1262, and S. 1005 was reported out of the
Environmentand Public Works Committee
with strong bipartisan support.
